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0808 COMMEMORATION OF THE BATTLE OF AMIENS

On 8 August 1918, the Allied forces secured an extraordinary victory in the Battle of Amiens.
The strategy and planning for the battle was conceived and designed by Sir John Monash and subsequently adopted by the British High Command.
The battle was the first in a sequence which forced the Germans onto the back foot from which they were not able to recover.
In recognition of the success of his strategy, Monash was knighted on the battlefield.  In recognition of Past President Monash’s efforts, a number of Rotarians met at the Shrine of Remembrance on 8 August for a brief commemoration service.

On a clear blue and very cold Saturday morning, we were treated to a rare fly-over by a Sopwith Pup, followed by a brief service within the Sanctuary before we adjourned within the Shrine to hear Major General Jim Barry (Ret.) give an excellent dissertation on the role Monash played in this most important of battles.
